Institutional Review Board (IRB) Requirements
All research projects conducted by students associated with the University of Texas at Austin must receive Institutional Review Board  (IRB) approval before any research activity begins.  Students may apply for the following types of studies: Exempt, Expedited, and Full Board.

It is important for students to remember that each of these types of studies have a different timetable for review.  Both exempt and expedited studies are reviewed as received by the Office of Research Support (ORS).  However, Full Board studies are reviewed by the IRB full board members on a monthly basis.  Therefore, applications may be submitted on or before the agenda deadline in order to be reviewed by the board at that month’s meeting.
